When I came here, 

different people, total strangers welcomed me and wished 

me good luck and offered to help. I was really moved 

beyond words. From day one at school I was very much part 

of the college. My voice and opinion counted.  This gave 

me a warm feeling of being accepted. 

 And, indeed, considering Australian multicultural society I 

think the only way we can live happily together is to be able 

to understand and accept each other‟s opinions and thoughts 

or at least accept that we have the right to have our own 

ideas based on our culture, traditions and life experiences.

Australia is a nation of migrants. They are the fuel to the 

country and it is what makes this country so special. We all 

come from different walks of life, each seeking a different 

but better destiny. Some of us come from war torn countries 

and are given shelter and welcomed with open arms. Others 

come for a better job, fairer rights and low violence, then 

there are those that come for a better future and a bright 

tomorrow for their kids. My parents belong to the last of 

these groups. 

Our migrating process was quite an unusual one and, due to 

this, my life was turned upside down twice: at first, when I 

learned that our family was migrating to Fiji and then, six 

years later, to Australia. It took me nearly six years to get 

used to Fiji, settle into it and make new friends, so I was 

quite devastated when my parents decided to move here for 

better education and work opportunities. As a result of it, 

we were to move to Melbourne because my parents had 

relatives here. 

Of course, my initial reaction was the one of shock and 

despair due to leaving my peers and the routine that I liked 

and got used to. Changing the country again was not an 

ideal gift and I was in turmoil but my words of pleading 

were spoken to deaf ears as my parents felt they knew better 

what was good for us as a family. 

Soon I found myself on the plane going to Melbourne. Even 

though my initial reaction was to absolutely loath the place, 

I got fascinated with it on the very first day of arrival. 

Gradually, I got used to the new city, school, habitat and 

the way of life. I did, however, had my share of cultural 

shocks, all positive though, as Australia is a much more 

multicultural country than India and Fiji. I met people from 

some nations that I had never heard of before and I was 

fascinated with the diversity of their cultures and heritage 

and grew in knowledge and acceptance of them.  

“Finding my feet at school”, in a way of fitting in with my 

schoolmates, was a far more difficult task and had many 

flaws. Being a new-comer to the school was tough enough 

and so for a few restless and frustrating months I had to 

prove myself to people I had never met before and establish 

myself as their equal and, therefore, having the right to be 

an individual. Every day at school I was focused on finding 

friends and settle down with dignity. The family life was 

emotionally unstable as well as my parents had to find jobs, 

a house to live in and some friends and connections to 

communicate to. I guess there were many moments when 

we all wanted our past life in Fiji back. 

As it is always the case, eventually my family and I found 

an emotional “shelter, especially when we all realised 

through meeting other people that my family and I were not 

the only ones going through all of this turmoil of emotional 

readjustments. Of course, I was not the first new migrant in 

Melbourne and thousands of kids my age were in the same 

situation. I found those similar to me, in terms of 

experiences and interests, and, as we became friends, 

slowly but surely I felt good and proud about calling myself 

an Australian. 

 No country is flawlessly perfect but I strongly believe that 

our happiness and fulfillment in life ultimately depend on 

our own adjustment to the new environment through our 

choice and desire to belong and be part of it all. ...And then, 

though different by birth, we‟ll become the real fuel to 

Australia, our home, and together we will build successful, 

fulfilling and harmonious life for all.
