Coming to Australia and My Background

Leaving Philippines where 1 lived for thirteen
years was the hardest and toughest task | had
in my life. Philippines are home of tourists’
attraction and also home of different cuisines
from all over the world. | have visited some of
the tourists’ places in my country, like the
Taal Volcano which is one of the most active
volcanoes in Philippines. | was also lucky to
have friends in Philippines, mostly girls. I miss them so much.
Sometimes we used to go to the beach to swim and to play, that
is that |1 miss the most because back home everything seems so
close by.

It was the month of August when my parents decided to migrate
to Australia. 1 heard my parents talking to my uncle on the
phone. My brother and | were in our room quietly listening to
them. The first time I heard the word ‘migrate’ I felt nervous,
sad and ready to cry. My brother Justin kept on asking me what
my parents were talking about. The next morning, our parents
called us and | knew straight away what they were going to say.
My grandma was there also listening to what my parents were
talking. I saw the sadness on my grandma’s face when she heard
that we were going away.

The second week of August, my uncle from Australia and his
family went back to Philippines for their vacation. They were
very supportive of our family. They helped us process our visas
and application papers. We went to Manila to process our
papers and to have our medication. It took three weeks and |
couldn’t go to school, as well as my brother. My mum was very
depressed as she, as well as I, was scared of our unknown
future.

When our friends found out that we were going to Australia,
they all cried and set a small farewell party for me and for my
mum because my mum was a school treasurer. After four weeks
my parents and my uncle’s family went on a vacation to catch
up with old friends. After many weeks of crying and partying
my mum told us our visas had been approved and we were
going to Australia as soon as possible. My family decided to
come to Australia for our better future. They have been working
overseas but the financial “progress” was very slow and also in
Melbourne we would all be with our uncles and cousins and
have a good education here.

On the night of October the 4™, we were leaving Philippines,
escorted by my two grandmas and my uncles. I couldn’t believe

all this was happening to me I felt like in a dream. When we
arrived to Melbourne Airport my “Australian” aunty was
waiting for us. When we went outside the airport, it was very
cold and | had to wear my jacket. When we were on our way to
my aunt’s house, I was looking around and observing our new
country. When we arrived to my aunt’s house, we were
welcomed by her husband and two daughters. They were very
happy to see us but | saw my mum crying while talking to my
aunt’s mum all the time. After we had breakfast, I went outside
to look around and to have some fresh air. I still couldn’t believe
that I was in Melbourne with my family. It was always my
dream to go overseas but | never felt like leaving Philippines
forever.

Two weeks after we arrived here in Australia my mum talked to
my aunty about continuing our studies. My aunt helped my
mum find a new school for me and this is how my brother and |
started to study at South Oakleigh College. When it was my first
day at South Oakleigh, | met Elizabeth and we became friends. |
also met some new friends. | thought to myself that | was the
only Filipino in my class, but | was wrong. I met Neil and
Christian. I am still very nervous at times because | have to face
a different challenge of being a student here in Australia. I am
always trying to be positive and tell myself that | can do
whatever | set my mind to. Now that | have met lots of friends I
have really started to adjust to the Australian environment and
the way of life.

Now I can understand that my family decided to migrate here in
Australia because they see that we are going to have a good
future here.

I think my future
here in Australia will be great and successful and my parents
will be proud of me. The Australian government is supporting
students with a ‘study now pay later’ program for those who are
selected to study in universities but could not afford financially.

Someday, my
family and | will be citizens here and we will have our own
house and possibly a business.

at various businesses and agencies, at work places like Toys‘R
Us, Ritchies’ Supermarket, Bunnings Stores, Fine Cabinets,
Aldo’s Hairdressers, Saabwreck, which dismantles cars for
second hand parts, Coles Supermarket, K-Mart, both Southland

and Chadstone, The CSIRO, Target Country Bentleigh, Mantel

Upholstery, E-Design, two legal firms: Andrew Robinson in the
city and Hollows at Frankston. Two Automotive repairers,
McDonalds, Bob's Painting, two Cafes, a Recruitment Agency,
Real Estate, a Travel Agency, two Cake Manufacturers two
positions at Southern Health, one with a Veterinarian and one
with a Doctor show the variety of the work Experiences this
year.

Many firms are no longer taking Work Experience Students.
These include Myers, Office Works, Commonwealth Bank,
Priceline, Safeway and many small businesses with very little
work at the moment.

The Work Experience organisation is very detailed. Every
student and parent/guardian and employer must sign the
agreement form, before the Principal signs it. This form is then
copied twice, for the employer and the family. The original form
is a legal document and remains in the College Careers Room.
Every student had to complete two on-line safe@work tests,
with over 75% each. The certificates from these also stay in the
Careers Room. These will be returned to students after their
return to school, to become part of their Resume portfolio.

The Careers Teacher sends a copy of the Work Experience form
to the employer, along with the Education Department
Guidelines for Employers with a Work Experience student, as
well as a letter of appreciation, with extra information, and a
request for the supervisor to write a report of the student’s
performance at Work Experience. The student is given a tiny
diary to complete on the last day. Both this and the supervisor’s
report are returned to the Careers Room, for checking and
returned to the student as another part of the Resume Folio. The
careers teacher compiles a data base of Work Experience
placements, which is printed for year 10 teachers to visit or,
according to new rules, telephone the student and the supervisor.

It is unreasonable for students and parents to expect one Careers
teacher to be sorting out a place, checking safe @work
compliance, photocopying forms, posting to employers and
changing places, and reprinting the Data Base, at the last
minute. All this happened during exam supervising, marking
and report writing time.

Year 9 Parents note that the time to establish a work experience
place is in term 3 for the Police, the Zoo, most hospitals, news
papers, radio and television stations, the Public Library and the
Museums. Only one place is available per school, if at all. The
placement is usually at another time than the second last week
of Term Two. Students need to find a work place during Term
One. Ideally this should be related to future career hopes, or to
gaining a casual job. The safe@work module tests need to be
done early in Term Two and can be completed at home on line.
Hopefully next year every year 10 will be on Work Experience.

A trade leads to a job and better pay! From the National Centre for
Vocational Research

NCVER’s recent Apprentice and Trainee Destination Survey reveal
that those who complete an apprenticeship or traineeship are well
rewarded.

Dr Tom Karmel, Managing Director of NCVER said not only were
trade apprentices who finished their training finding work, but they
were making more money as well.

“92.9% of trade apprentices who completed their training found work,
compared with 76.0% of those who did not complete their training,” Dr
Karmel said.

“Trade apprentices and trainees who finish their training earn $49 100
per year on average, while those who do not earn $38 100. Non-trade
apprentices and trainees who complete their training also do quite well,
earning on average $44 900,” he says.

The survey also found that there were a myriad of reasons why
apprentices and trainees do not complete their training, from realising
they don't like the work to not getting on with the boss or fellow
workers. The Apprentice and Trainee Destination Survey tracks
apprentices and trainees, nine months after leaving their training. This
is the first time the survey has been undertaken.
